FERNDALE PARK

Ferndale Park is bushland remnant along Swaines Creek on the west side of Chatswood. The wet sclerophyll forest in 
the upper part of the creek is a good fungi habitat. There is a network of tracks along the creek with many entrances 
- and it can be confusing to find the path back that you followed originally. We will meet at 9:45 at the end of 
Beresford Avenue. Note that this is a residential street and parking may be limited. Beresford Avenue can be reached 
by leaving the Pacific Highway and turning down Eddy Road. Go past Chatswood High School and turn off to the left 
at Lone Pine Avenue, then turn right down Beresford Avenue. This is the first time SFSG Inc has visited the park for a 
fungal survey.  
 
WOLLI CREEK  
Saturday, 25th May and 20th July 2024 
GPS S33.903 E 151.126  
Wet weather alternatives: Saturday 1st June and 27th July 2024

The site is in the Wolli Creek Regional Park. Access the car park from St James Avenue off Homer Street in Earlwood. 
Walk down the path into Girrahween Park to meet at the picnic tables, past the toilet block, prior to 10 am. If coming 
by public transport, the site is 500 m north of Bardwell Park Railway Station up Hartill-Law Ave.   
 

Wolli Creek has a range of habitats but is predominantly Hawkesbury-sandstone forest with small areas of heath. 
Higher up the valley are areas of Clay Soil Forest, and lower down Floodplain Forest.  Some small side creeks provide 
moister habitats. This means that much of the Valley dries out quickly after rain. 
Very enthusiastic members and visitors meet at the Girrawheen Reserve where the attendees form two groups. One 
group ambles toward Turrella while the other strolls toward Illoura Park, both keenly on the lookout for sporocarps. 
It is noteworthy that the observations are very different in types of specimens, reflecting different habitats.  
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Fungal Field Study ς Bola Creek Reserve ς 9 March 2024

The participants met at the south end of Lady Carrington Drive in Royal National Park, ready for the 10 am 
start of the survey. The group included 3 members of the Friends of Royal National Park volunteer bush 
regenerators. The weather was fine and warm. 
 
In the lead-up period there had been 123 mm of rain reported falling at Audley in February. Audley is at 
the north end of Lady Carrington Drive and is the nearest weather recording station. However, very little 
rain fell in the two and a half weeks before the field study, and during that time the weather had been hot. 
Consequently, not that many fungi were found, and a lot were dried out and in poor condition. 
  
On the track near the car park, a large Amanita ochrophylla was observed.  On the way down Lady 
Carrington Drive a number of species were observed growing on the side of the fire road including 
Boletellus emodensis and a number of Russula viridis.  
 
Along the Walumurra Track, upstream along Bola Creek, there were no waxcaps observed. Some coral 
fungi were found including Clavulinopsis sulcata, Clavaria zollingeri and the blue tipped Phaeoclavulina 
zippelii.  
 
Quite a few Boletes from the genus Boletellus were observed along the track, as well as some Russulas and 
Amanitas. Some of the Boletes were picked and broken in half to demonstrate, to the new participants, the 
colour change that can take place when the interior of the fungus is exposed to air.  
 
One of the group, Saphira, who is at present involved in the study of lichens, spotted two slime moulds.  
 
Many thanks to all those who came along and joined in on the day including the enthusiastic group from 
the Friends of Royal National Park. Also, thanks to NPWS Administrative Assistant Jade Newbery for 
granting permission for the survey to go ahead, and to Ray and Elma Kearney for assisting with organising 
the field study.
